Position Summary:
This position is for a full time Math teacher position for grades 7-8. Classes at Northeast
College Prep range from 15-25 students. The Middle School Math Teacher will teach an
advisory class, departmentalized math classes, and intervention groups during daily WIN
time to approximately 70 seventh and eighth grade students. They will also supervise
recess and be a part of a small middle school team of three teachers to collaboratively
develop an excellent middle school experience.

The ideal candidate will:

● Be seeking to truly be a part of a team working together to close the opportunity

(achievement) gap; this means being coachable, being a learner, being flexible,
always seeking to improve, and being comfortable giving, receiving and
implementing constructive feedback.

● Experience teaching urban, English language learning middle school students
● Fluency (ideally) or proficiency in Spanish, Arabic, Somali or Hmong
● Responsive Classroom and/or Catalyst trained

Compensation: A competitive salary and full benefits will be offered. Starting salary for
2023-2024 was $42,664 for candidates with a bachelor’s degree and $47,998 for
candidates with a master’s degree. A full salary schedule is available upon request.
